ART, CRAFT, DESIGN

The course places emphasis on drawing, especially drawing from observation.

In 1st and 2nd Year the students develop their skills in the use of colour, using 
paints, pastels, colouring pencils, etc. to create paintings and graphic designs.
They also do clay modelling, pottery, and a selection of other crafts including 
calligraphy, puppetry, lino printing, and screen printing.
From October to May of 3rd Year the students produce a Project which accounts 
for 75% of the Junior Certificate Exam. The other 25% is awarded for a Drawing exam.

In particular, 1st Year pupils do the following:
Pictorial Composition
1.	Drawing from observation, with special emphasis on line and tone, 
man-made objects like shoes, and natural forms like plants. Using pencils, 
charcoal, etc.
2. 	Colour theory: How colours relate to each other. Using poster paints, acrylic 
paints, oil pastels, etc.
3. 	Planning a composition: Arranging shapes in a rectangle to create a picture.
4. 	Studying and drawing the proportions of the human body, the face and full 
figure.
5. 	The theory of perspective and its use in making a pictorial composition.
Graphic Design
6. 	This will often coincide with a special 'week' e.g. Anti-Bullying Week, Book Week, Health Week, etc.

Craft Work

7. 	Pottery: Making a thumb pot to be decorated with images already observed.
8. 	Modelling: Using clay to model shapes which have been drawn.
9. 	Printing: Planning, cutting and printing a stencil.
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
